The lecture will address the study of ancient history in the Soviet Union between the reopening
of the Humanities departments in Soviet universities in the late 1930s and the opening up of
the Soviet society from 1988 onwards, with a brief coda on the situation following the fall of
the Soviet Union and some reflections on where the work of Soviet ancient historians is still
relevant. Three themes will loom large: institutional context of the study of ancient history in
the USSR; the role (or, sometimes, lack thereof) of Marxism in shaping Soviet ancient history;
intellectual resistance within the discipline and attempts to ground it in a particular species of
empiricism.
